Mystery Book Report. The mobile will be constructed from two covered coat hangers that have been tied together at their necks and the middle of their bases to form 4 points. The covering of the hangers could include strips of wrapping paper, aluminum foil, yarn, braided fabric, ribbon, or any other creative idea you might have. (The entire hanger needs to be covered.)  It is up to your child to creatively illustrate and explain each element of his/her book. Each hanging image must have a front and back. You should have at least 6 hangings:

1. Title/Author/Your Child's Name

1. Protagonist(s) illustration, the hero paragraph

1. Antagonist(s) illustration, the villain paragraph

1. Problem illustration, paragraph explaining it

1. Solution illustration, paragraph explaining it

1. Four important clues (illustrated)

I would encourage bright colors, large cut and glued illustrations, neatly hand printed or computer generated paragraphs, and three-dimensional objects for clues. An oral presentation will be made, explaining the elements of their mystery book and how the clues helped in the solution. The following is a rubric for this mobile:

Mobile Elements & Max. Points:
1. Title 4pts.

1. Author 4pts.

1. Protagonist(s), hero paragraph 8pts.

1. Antagonist(s), villain paragraph 8pts.

1. Problem, paragraph explaining 8pts.

1. Solution, paragraph explaining 8pts.

1. Four important clues(illustrated) 30pts.

1. Student's name 4pts.

1. Neatness 10pts.

1. Creativity 6pts.
1. Oral presentation 10pts.

1. Oral After reading the book, tell Mr. K. when you are ready.  Your going to tell the class the title, author, copyright date, and the number of pages.  Then you are going to tell the class the plot without giving away the entire story.  Your goal is to try to grab the listeners attention and entice them to read it.  Answer questions from the audience

2. Non-Fiction  Biography, science, a true account of an event, history, crafts, etc.  Browse through this section of the library and get the book approved by Mr. K.  Then use the form in the folder

3. Optional Poster (only if you have not done one before), mobile, diorama (shoebox), newspaper article, write another chapter to the story, a new book cover (including flaps).  If you come up with another good idea come ask Mr. K.
